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From Tears to Dancing: A Unique 

Havdalah Ceremony 

 

 

 

There is a moment every year in Israel that has no American equivalent. 

As Yom Hazikaron, Israel's Memorial Day to its fallen soldiers and victims of terror, draws 
to a close, Israelis find themselves in a difficult place. For an entire day, they have stood 
silent as sirens wailed -halting all traffic in the country for two minutes. Cemeteries were 
filled with families and friends of the fallen. A nation has wept together, out loud, without 
embarrassment. And then, something remarkable happens. Almost immediately, the 
country pivots. Fireworks explode. Music fills the streets. Yom Ha'atzmaut, Independence 
Day, begins. 

For years, Israelis felt the whiplash of that transition. How do you move from grief to 
celebration? How do you honor the fallen and dance? 

So, Israel's Reform movement did what Jews have always done when life gets complicated. 
They created a ritual. 



Drawing on the ancient tradition of Havdalah, the ceremony that separates Shabbat from 
the ordinary week, Reform communities in Israel began developing a Havdalah service to 
hold the space between mourning and joy. And here is what makes it a stroke of genius. 
Most Israelis are not traditionally observant. Many would never find themselves at a 
Saturday night Havdalah ceremony. But Yom Hazikaron and Yom Ha'Atzmaut? Those days 
belong to every Israeli, deeply and personally. By anchoring this new ceremony to the two 
most emotionally charged days on the Israeli calendar, the Reform movement found a 
doorway into Jewish ritual for people who never knew they were looking for one. 

Like its predecessor, this Havdalah uses light, wine, and fragrant spices. But it doesn't 
separate the sacred from the mundane. It separates sorrow from celebration while 
insisting that the two can never be fully unlinked. The independence we celebrate came at 
a cost. The freedom we cherish has names and faces. This ceremony refuses to let us forget 
that, even as it gives us permission to dance. 

It is one of the most inspired spiritual innovations to emerge from modern Israel, and it is 
one you almost never encounter in American Jewish life. 

On Tuesday evening, April 21st at 5:30 PM, Temple Judea will experience this transition 
together. We will move through the ceremony the way Israelis do, from the weight of 
memory into the lightness of celebration and feel even for a moment what it means to 
carry both at once. 

Come. Bring someone who has never felt this before. It will stay with you.

A Heart for Learning: Welcoming Rabbi

Since my upcoming installation service was publicized in last month’s publication of The 
Voice, I have heard the question, “What’s an installation service?” Perhaps this is because 
the term installation sounds a bit like I’m a plumber installing a new refrigerator — 
leaving people to wonder whether I’m really the right person for the job, or just very 
handy with appliances.   Although I have been serving as your rabbi/educator since July of 
last year, I’ll only be formally installed in that role on April 17th.  I am so glad the 
installation is happening now, after months of getting to know one another. I remember 
my first Shabbat in July, looking out and seeing mostly unfamiliar faces. Now, when I stand 
on the bimah, I look out and see so many friendly and familiar faces, and a congregation 
that I have come to know and love. 

Unlike the ordination ritual of the Cohanim or priests which we can trace to biblical times, 
there is no halakhic basis for the installation of a rabbi.  In fact, it is unclear when the first 
rabbinic installation service occurred. In fact, if you call the  American Jewish archives in 
Cincinnati (as I did for this article!), they will tell you that they do not have any records on 
the development of this unique liturgical ceremony. 

Nonetheless, we can surmise that the rabbinic installation service entered Reform Judaism 
through the influence of Protestant church practice. By the early 19th century, Protestant 
denominations — Lutheran, Reformed, Presbyterian, Congregationalist — had well-
developed installation rites for ministers. Reform Judaism originated in Germany in the 
1810s–1840s, and as it developed, it adapted Jewish congregational worship from the 
Protestant context around them — the sermon as centerpiece, the organ, decorum, the 
role of the rabbi as preacher and pastor rather than primarily as halakhic decisor. 

It was in the late 19th and early 20th centuries in the United States that the rabbinic 
installation service emerged as a defined, liturgically formalized ceremony.  This was due 
to several main factors. First, American synagogues operated on a congregational model in 
which the lay board employed rabbis through a legal contract which made the rabbi's 
relationship to a specific congregation (rather than to a city or region) unique in a way it 
often wasn't in Europe and therefore, the installation ceremony sanctified that 
relationship. Also, Reform rabbis in the United States formed close social and civic contact 
with Protestant clergy, and American Protestant installation and ordination services were 
elaborate and well-known. Finally, The Central Conference of American Rabbis (CCAR), 
founded in 1889, developed authoritative guides to Jewish practice and liturgy. In 1928, 
The CCAR Rabbi's Manual included a ceremony for a rabbinic installation service, thereby 
cementing the installation ceremony as a fixture in Reform Jewish congregations. 



So, what does this all mean for us today? What can we expect on April 17th?  There are 
two features of installation services that I am most excited about. One is the involvement 
of both in-house and outside clergy. I feel so fortunate to work closely every day with 
Rabbi Yaron and our Cantorial soloist Kaylene Cole - they have become my trusted 
colleague partners and friends (along with Morli Fidler, our beloved Executive Director).  
In addition, my dear friend and colleague, Cantor Hayley Koblinsky will be joining the 
service.  Cantor Hayley and I worked closely together in my prior congregation, Temple 
Israel of Northern Westchester. In addition to her admirable resume which includes being 
a Sofer, Cantor Hayley has an incredible voice and neshama (spirit) and I am so excited 
that she will share the bimah with us that evening.  The second feature of an installation 
service is …. You, the congregation! The congregation’s role is to respond and affirm the 
charge of a new leader in the congregation. So, the installation service needs your 
presence to make the service genuine and official so hope to see you there. 

The installation service will be on Friday night, April 17th at 5:30 PM ( the first service of 
the summer season which will revert to having only the 5:30 PM option) and we are asked 
that this service be MEMBERS ONLY so we can accommodate our members comfortably.   

I’m looking forward to celebrating our growing relationship and a wonderful future 
together.

Throughout the session, Rabbi Yaron will weave together ancient wisdom with practical guidance for 
navigating these profound life transitions with dignity, meaning, and Jewish values. Participants will have 
opportunities to ask questions and discuss how these teachings might inform their own decision-making 
processes.
