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The Sacred Gift of Wrestling: Finding
Gratitude inw Complexity

[ want to use this opportunity, while the High Holy Days experience is still fresh in our
hearts and as we prepare to gather around our Thanksgiving tables at the end of the
month, to make a connection between the four sermons I delivered during the High Holy
Days and Thanksgiving.

My goal for the four sermons you heard this year (they are now available to read on our
website or to view on YouTube) was for them to complement each other and, ultimately,
each in its own way, to offer us different approaches for embracing life's complexity—for
learning to hold multiple, sometimes opposing truths simultaneously.

Across Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur, I challenged you to resist the seductive comfort of
binary thinking. From questioning whether we are "Jewish Americans"” or "American
Jews" and then encouraging you to find the hyphen in the identity of a "Jewish-American,"
to exploring the space between love and hate, hope and despair, to wrestling with when
ends justify means, to confronting the painful complexity of Israel's current crisis—I asked
you again and again to live in the tension between opposing truths.

This is uncomfortable work. Our brains are wired for either-or categories. We want
clarity: right or wrong, good or bad, with us or against us. But what I attempted to do was
remind you that, quoting F. Scott Fitzgerald, "The test of a first-rate intelligence is the
ability to hold two opposed ideas in mind at the same time and still retain the ability to
function."

The Hebrew word "Israel” means "one who wrestles with God." This is our inheritance—
not easy answers, but the sacred struggle itself. And here, as we approach Thanksgiving,
lies something profound to be grateful for: We are a people who have been given
permission—indeed, commanded—to wrestle.

We can love Israel madly while demanding more from her leaders. We can support a just
war while mourning every life lost in pursuit of that justice. We can prioritize our
particular Jewish obligations while contributing our gifts to the universal world. We can
be proud Jews precisely so we can be better Americans and better human beings.

Of all the sermons, I personally found that the symphony metaphor captured this
beautifully: a violin doesn't try to sound like a trumpet; it plays its violin part beautifully,



and together they create harmony. Our particularism—our deep engagement with Jewish
values, texts, and identity—isn't about separation. It's about what we bring to the table
when we sit down together.

This Thanksgiving, I'm grateful for a Jewish tradition that taught us "Eilu v'eilu divrei
Elohim chaim"—"These and these are the words of the living God." That even when Hillel
and Shammai disagreed about everything, both perspectives were considered divine
truth. I'm grateful for a tradition that asks us to carry two notes in our pockets: "For my
sake the world was created” and "I am but dust and ashes."

I'm grateful for a community where we can disagree without demonizing, where we can
hold difficult conversations about Israel, about means and ends, about competing
loyalties. I expressed my pain and fear about the fact that so many of us have stopped
talking to friends or family about what matters most. I reminded us that silence isn't
peace—it's the death of relationships.

['m grateful that we don't have to be perfect, only human. That our tradition asks us to
listen to our conscience—what Rabbi Heschel called "God's stake in human existence"—
and to recognize that when our conscience troubles us, the Divine Presence dwells there,
pulling us toward return.

Most of all, I'm grateful that the story isn't over. That even when lights dim, when
extremism rises, when we face impossible choices—we keep wrestling. We keep showing
up. We keep believing that tomorrow can be different from today if we choose to make it
So.

This Thanksgiving let us give thanks not for easy answers, but for the sacred complexity of
being human. For communities that challenge us to grow. For traditions that demand our
best selves. For the courage to keep engaging when it would be easier to retreat. And for
each other—fellow wrestlers in this ancient, ongoing, holy struggle to bring light into a
complicated world.

Gratitude and Grace: A Jewishv
Perspective onw Thanksgiving

For me and for many of us, the month of November is synonymous with Thanksgiving and
Thanksgiving often includes a hearty meal, time with loved ones, and perhaps watching a football
game on TV. But as Jews, we bring something deeper to this American holiday—a tradition of
gratitude woven into the very fabric of our daily lives.

The connection between meals and thanksgiving runs deep in Jewish tradition. In Pirkei Avot, we
learn "Ayn Kemach, Ayn Torah"—without food, there can be no learning. While we often joke
that there cannot be a Jewish event without food, this teaching actually reflects an ancient
practice of combining meals with study and spiritual reflection. This emphasis on communal
eating traces back to the Greco-Roman world in which rabbinic Judaism developed. Gatherings
called chavurot brought people together around tables to share food and learning. These
"chaverim"—those joined around a table—became the word we now use for friends. The lesson
is clear: breaking bread together creates community, and community creates opportunities for
gratitude and growth.

While America sets aside one day a year for thanksgiving, Jewish tradition teaches us to
continually express gratitude. Before we eat bread, we recite the HaMotzi blessing, thanking God
for bringing forth bread from the earth. After each meal, we traditionally recite Birkat HaMazon,
a longer blessing that reflects on God's past gifts, present sustenance, and future redemption.

The Talmud teaches, "It is forbidden to benefit from this world without uttering a blessing.”
Rabbi Meir suggested we should recite 100 blessings per day to express sufficient gratitude.
Whether we manage one blessing or one hundred, the practice heightens our awareness of daily
wonders and helps us respond with thankfulness.

Perhaps a less well-known prayer of gratitude is the Modim prayer in our daily Amidah (Standing
Prayer) which begins with the words, "Modim Anachnu Lach"—we gratefully acknowledge You.
This prayer thanks God for our lives, our souls, the daily miracles around us, and God's goodness
at all times—evening, morning, and noon. Uniquely, this is the one prayer that cannot be recited
on our behalf by a cantor or prayer leader. Acknowledging God's presence and expressing
gratitude is something each of us must do for ourselves.

Yet with all the anticipation and planning for Thanksgiving, it is important to acknowledge that
Thanksgiving can be a difficult time. Not everyone sits at a full table surrounded by loved ones.
Some chairs remain empty—we may deeply miss loved ones who are no longer physically here,
friends who have moved away, and/or those who are absent due to fractured relationships. For
those of us experiencing loss, loneliness, or family conflict, the emphasis on gathering and
gratitude can feel painful rather than joyful.



Our tradition makes space for this complexity. The very structure of Birkat HaMazon
acknowledges this—we give thanks after we are satisfied, not just in our moments of anticipation
and joy, but also when we might be tempted to forget, to take for granted, or to sink into sadness.
We are commanded to practice gratitude even when—especially when—it doesn't come
naturally.

From Gratitude to Action

As we approach Thanksgiving this year, we can hold both truths: gratitude for what we have, and
tender awareness of what and who is missing.

Rabbi Shai Held teaches that gratitude begins inward but must extend outward. "A grateful heart
overflows," he writes. "We are not meant to rest content with being recipients of God's gifts but
are asked to be givers ourselves." This principle finds practical expression in Jewish tradition.
For example, the rabbis taught that Jewish celebrations should not begin until the community's
poor were fed. This Thanksgiving, we might consider supporting organizations like Mazon
(www.mazon.org) , which allocates donations to prevent hunger among people of all faiths.
Following the teaching that the Jewish world rests on three pillars—Torah, Worship, and Acts of
Loving Kindness—Mazon encourages donating 3% of celebration costs to feed others. What
better way to express gratitude than by helping others to have enough to eat? We can extend the
wisdom of reaching outward by helping to address emotional and spiritual hunger as well
reaching out to those who might be alone, making space at our tables for those who need
community, and offering grace to ourselves and others when the holiday feels bittersweet.

In these anxious times, the practice of seeking out reasons for gratitude has rarely been more
relevant. The challenge, as one of my teachers wrote, is "to see through the headlines and the
horror to what remains beautiful in this world and to continue to acknowledge and be thankful
for God's great deeds.

As we gather around our Thanksgiving table this year—whether large or small— let’'s remember
to pause before the meal to share what we are grateful for. And after eating together, let’s
acknowledge that blessing before rushing to the next activity. If your table feels incomplete,
know that you're not alone in that feeling. Gratitude and grief can coexist. In these anxious times,
may this Thanksgiving bring us genuine joy and meaningful connection. And may we all find
ways to translate our gratitude into action, becoming givers who help bring light and wholeness
into the world.

"Alone I cannot lift up my voice in song. Then you come near and sing with me, our prayers fuse and a
new voice soars. Our bond is beyond voice and voice; our bond is one of spirit and spirit" —Rebbe
Pinchas of Koretz.

Rebbe Pinchas was considered one of the two most pre-eminent followers of the Baal Shem Tov. He put a
tremendous emphasis on the power of song and prayer and taught that singing together creates a
spiritual fusion where individual voices unite into something greater. Community music making has been
the bedrock of our ancient traditions for thousands of years, treasured by our ancestors. It is through
community prayer and song that we can lift one another even more—to make our prayers, petitions, and
praise heard more fully, in turn bringing us closer to one another as a community and sacred family.

When we join in music making, it is no secret that something happens within our own biology that syncs
us to one another even more. [ have mentioned in a previous article that there have been multiple studies
that have shown that when musicians rehearse together, amazing things happen. Heartbeats sync,
emotions fuse together, and a greater sense of community and belonging is ultimately achieved.

But the power of community music making extends even beyond these physiological connections. When
we create music together, we practice the art of listening—truly listening—to one another. We learn to
make space for each voice, each instrument, honoring the unique contribution that every person brings to
our shared sound. In this way, music becomes a profound teacher of empathy and collaboration. We
discover that our individual expressions are made richer, not diminished, when woven together with
others. The hesitant voice finds courage alongside confident ones. The seasoned musician finds fresh
inspiration from the beginner's unguarded joy. Together, we create something that none of us could
achieve alone—a tapestry of sound that reflects the beautiful diversity of our community while
celebrating our unity of purpose and spirit.

As we find ourselves in 5786, surrounded by many members returning to their "winter" homes, we also
find new opportunities to express our creativity in different ways. I'm so looking forward to starting our
new musical endeavor at T] next month—"Joyful Noise"! It is a time in which we can gather in
community, regardless of instrument, and explore our own unique creativity.

How to Connect Your Hearing Aids to the Hearing Loop

What is a Hearing Loop?
A hearing loop (also called an induction loop) is an assistive listening system installed in our sanctuary
that transmits sound directly to your hearing aids. This provides clearer sound by reducing background
noise and eliminating distance from the speaker.
Before You Begin: Check if your hearing aids are compatible:
e Your hearing aids must have a telecoil (T-coil) to work with the hearing loop
e Most modern hearing aids include this feature
e Look for a "T" setting or telecoil option in your hearing aid controls
Step-by-Step Instructions
Step 1: Activate Your Telecoil
Option A: Manual Switch
e Locate the small switch on your hearing aid
e Toggle the switch to the "T" or "MT" position
e "T" =telecoil only
e "MT" = microphone + telecoil (allows you to hear both the loop and nearby sounds)
Option B: Button Press
e Press and hold the program button on your hearing aid (usually 2-3 seconds)
e Cycle through settings until you reach the telecoil program
e You may hear a beep or tone indicating the change
Option C: Remote Control
e Use your hearing aid remote control
o Select the telecoil program or "T" setting
Option D: Smartphone App
e Open your hearing aid manufacturer's app
o Select the telecoil or "T-coil" program
Step 2: Adjust the Volume
e Once the telecoil is activated, adjust your hearing aid volume as needed
e Theloop system volume is controlled separately by our sound technician
Step 3: Find the Best Seating
e The hearing loop covers most seating areas in the sanctuary
Troubleshooting
No sound or very faint sound:
e Verify your telecoil is activated
e Check that your hearing aid battery is charged
e Try adjusting your hearing aid volume
Buzzing or humming:
e Try switching between "T" and "MT" modes
e Move slightly to adjust your position
Sound cuts in and out:
e Check your hearing aid battery level
Additional Tips
e Test the system before the service begins if possible
e Remember to switch back to normal mode after leaving the sanctuary
e The hearing loop works automatically once your telecoil is activated—no additional setup
required
e Compatible with hearing aids from all manufacturers

Turn It (Torah) and Turn It Again: Join Us for Torah Study This Year

There is a famous Hasidic story about a man who argues with his rabbi that he doesn't
need to come to synagogue to pray. In fact, the man tells his rabbi he can pray anywhere,
even in a barn. Fine, the rabbi asks, but when was the last time you prayed in a barn? The
rabbi's rhetorical question reflects the value of communal prayer. This same principle
applies to Torah study. Although each of us could study on our own, our tradition values
studying in community to increase our wisdom and bonds with each other.

Our Torah study group is open to all T] members—whether you are completely new to
Torah study or a more seasoned learner, we welcome you to join us! Every Shabbat
morning, our Torah study group joins for Tefilah during which we express our gratitude
for the miracles in our daily lives, and we pause to reflect and connect with one another.
Torah study begins at 9:30 AM, and together we focus on our weekly parshah and
Haftarah portion. This year, our Torah study group will reflect on our classic Torah
commentators such as Rashi and Maimonides, but we will add a modern lens using a
model of reflecting on the eternal questions of each Torah portion, inviting us to reflect on
how the Torah's wisdom intersects with our own lived experience. In addition, we will
also address how these questions and conversations can influence our daily lives.
Together, we will seek to uncover Torah that responds to human questions and create a
Torah that is lived and has a positive impact on our lives.

A Special Opportunity: Piloting the New Reform Torah Commentary

On November 8, our Torah study group will have a unique opportunity to be among the
first communities in the world to pilot the New Reform Torah Commentary, a
groundbreaking project of the Central Conference of American Rabbis (CCAR). This eight-
year initiative represents a gift for the future of Jewish life, building upon the foundation



of previous Reform commentaries while speaking directly to the reality of today's Jewish
community.

For the first time ever, the Reform Movement is creating both a new translation of the
Torah and a comprehensive modern commentary that embodies the latest developments
in scholarship—including archaeology, biblical history, philology, feminist criticism,
literary criticism, and rabbinics. A team of clergy, academicians, and scholars is
collaborating to ensure this volume reflects contemporary understanding while honoring
the rich history of Jewish commentary. As an example of its modern approach, comedian
Sarah Silverman will be one of the commentators contributing new insights to the weekly
Torah portion!

By participating in our November 8 pilot session, you'll not only deepen your own Torah
study experience but also contribute valuable feedback that will help shape this historic
resource for the entire Jewish community.

Join us each Shabbat morning at 9:30 AM for Torah study—and mark your calendar
for November 8 to be part of Reform Jewish history in the making! If you are
interested in joining the Torah study group and/or the pilot on November 8, please
contact Randi Herman in the Temple office (Those who participate in the Torah study
pilot will receive materials in advance of the session.)
